Evacuation Plans

Advice from Divisional
Billeting Officer

There was a large gathering of evacuee
workers to meet Mr Plowman,
Divisional Billeting Officer, at the
Shire Hall, Boort, recently. Those
from the eastern portion of the Shire of
Gordon included the District Warden,
Mr LJ Scott; Zone Billeting Officer,
Mr AR Appleby; Cr and Mrs Marfleet,
Cr and Mrs Leed, Mr and Mrs R
Alford, Mr P Spowart and Mesdames
Scott, Justice, Anderson and Baker.
Much invaluable information was
imparted at the conference, and Mr
Plowman expressed of the painstaking
arrangements that had been made to
carry out evacuation work within the
Shire.

Mr Plowman particularly stressed the
necessity of organising in every centre
the fullest measure of social aid to
meet all emergencies when and should
evacuation come. This is a matter
which must be borne in mind by every
resident of the Pyramid district, and
quick action is imperative, because of
the probability that we may be
included in the zone to receive the first
registered evacuees from an area
evacuated. Should Melbourne suffer
an air raid with a resultant heavy
casualty list, the call for doctors may
go out wide into the State, and there
may be periods when a community
will be thrown upon their own medical
and surgical resources to meet an
emergency. For such an eventuality,
we must be prepared. Most likely a
public meeting will be convened at an
early date, and it will be the bounden
duty of every man and woman to
answer the call, not as representatives
of various organisations, but banding
together in loyal citizenry.

On the question of evacuees, as the
position now stands, Mr Plowman
said, the householder may be required
to accommodate the number of
authorised evacuees (under the
Government plan) that had originally
been allotted to their homes.

The onus of deciding what shall be
done with the unauthorised evacuees
is on the householder. They cannot
refuse to take authorised evacuees
when these are delivered to them by
the Billeting Officer or Sector
Warden, as the regulations governing
evacuations having been gazetted
have the force of law once a state of
emergency has been declared, and
those who refuse to take authorised
evacuees become, in effect, breakers
of the law and will be subject to the
same treatment as any other
lawbreaker would be subject to.

There is no desire on the part of the
State Government or the State
Evacuation Committee to inflict
hardship on people who, through
kindness, have consented to take
children who are unauthorised, and
give them protection during a time of
emergency; but it is obvious that
people from a safe or relatively safe
areas cannot be permitted to exclude
children from danger zones, nor
would anybody wish to create a
position under which already safe
children are given accommodation in
the reception areas and children in
the danger zones being compelled to
remain in those danger zones at the
risk of being blown-to pieces by
enemy action.

It is sincerely hoped that those who
have taken or arranged to take
unauthorised evacuees will make the
necessary adjustments before
evacuation takes place, in order to be
themselves in a right position and
enable the evacuation scheme to be
carried out as planned.

It is recognised that the conditions
referred to above will cause a great
deal of disappointment and heart
burning, but this is a time of war, of
total war, and no course is left open
to the authorities but to see that the
plans for placing in homes in safe
areas the children from danger zones,
is carried out.

The co-operation of all householders
in this difficult matter is cordially
invited, so that all difficulties may be
obviated and the scheme worked
smoothly.
